Lesson 2
Clues:  Characters and their Relationships
Objectives:

· To determine personality traits and relationships of the main characters in scene 1 through an analysis of dialogue
· To determine how initial explanatory material in scene 1 provides clues to characterization
Notes:

Information about characters is obtained from what they say about themselves, what others say about them, and from information given in the exposition and stage directions.  In scene 1, there is a wealth of information concerning character traits.  The dialogue reveals a multitude of facts about the characters and abundant clues concerning past and present relationships which will serve as a basis for escalating conflict throughout the play.
