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Directions:  A soliloquy is a monologue or speech delivered by a character alone on stage.  It enables the character to express his thoughts directly to the audience, as well as his emotions and intentions.  Write a soliloquy that could be inserted at the end of scene 4, from the viewpoint of either Blanche or Stanley.  Remember that you want to express the innermost feelings of your character at this point of conflict as well as to inform the audience as to what you are planning to do in the future.  Do not alter any of the previous situations or circumstances in the play.
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
