THEME


Personally design 3 of the following items that in some way convey the theme of your novel:  t-shirt, coffee mug, key chain, calendar, notebook, notepad, mouse pad, Christmas tree ornament, coasters, magnets, or puzzle.


Web page design.


Publishing debut for the novel including:  one review, a new book cover design, and a transcribed interview with the author.


Magazine advertisement or 20 second commercial promoting your novel.


Create a computer generated thematic collage.  The collage will illustrate a major theme you have found in the novel.  Your collage should include pictures, photos, graphics, and appropriate thematic words and/or phrases.  Choose one song to accompany your theme.  Include a brief explanation for your theme, a copy of the lyrics of the song and an explanation of why you chose that song.


Choose 3 poems and/or songs that convey one of the themes found in the novel.  Create a power point presentation that will illustrate your choice of theme.  Include pictures that will enhance the themes.  If you incorporate songs, include the music for that song or songs.  Include a film clip that will reinforce the theme you have chosen.  The choice of film clip must be appropriate for class.





CHARACTER


Create a power point presentation of at least TWO of the characters in the novel.  The presentation should include pictures and written descriptions/supporting quotations that illustrate character development.  Each description should explain what the picture represents about the character (not retell the story).  


Choose ONE of the characters from the novel and put together a digital scrapbook.   What photographs, clippings, letters, etc…., would that character have saved?  Why?  (The digital scrapbook will have been saved by that character or a friend or family member.)  Include an explanation for the pages.  When this scrapbook is viewed, it should tell a story or perhaps, vividly describe the character.  


Create a Visual Metaphor for ONE of the characters in the novel.  Choose a symbolic representation of this character and provide an explanation of why you think this metaphor reflects your character.  Incorporate specific supporting quotations. 


 Write a monologue from the perspective of your main character revealing the essence of your development/epiphany/lesson(s) learned.  Present this speech in audio file form and written form.





SETTING


Research and present a power point documentary of two separate and important settings found in the novel.  Provide a detailed explanation of the importance of each setting.


Present a photo essay/photo montage of two separate and important settings found in the novel.  Include an explanation of the importance of each setting.  





PLOT


Create a detailed storyboard for at least two important scenes from the novel.


Dramatize one important scene from the novel.  This must be videotaped.  The video should include an introduction of the scene and the characters.


Create a Children’s Book version of your novel.  Keep in mind target audience age, reading ability, and illustrations.


Create a detailed plot diagram for the novel.  Include the antecedent action, exposition, initial incident, rising action and complications, climax, falling action and conclusion.


Create a newspaper that chronicles the events in the novel.  Each news story should cover a major event in the story and should cover the 5W’s (who, what, where, when, and why).  Presentation of the newspaper can be done in the form of a newscast or newsmagazine.
