· Satirizes people (like Jiggins) who exercise excessively and die anyways

	Intro:  1 sentence long (usually weak); introduces Jiggins (amusing name); Health Habit 20 years ago.
Organization of Paragraphs:  narration, examples, instructions/absurd tips, ridiculous climactic examples, contrast, chronological order (from a.m. to p.m.); shock value (“He’s dead.”), repetition of “They.”

Transitional devices:  And, Now, Listen, Then, Also, Next, But

Conclusion:  extension of examples (funny); smoking (absurdity); rhetorical question (effective)
