John Hemingway London Rockne Knievel Dickey Wayne

Ernest Hemingway:  1899-1961 U.S. writer whose works include For Whom the Bell Tolls (1940).  He won the 1954 Nobel Prize for literature.

John (Jack) London:  1876-1916 U.S. writer, adventure novels The Call of the Wild (1903)

Knute Rockne:  one of the greatest college football coaches of the 20th century.

Evel Knievel:  daredevil motorcycle stuntman

John M. Dickey:  Professor of Astronomy

James Dickey:  poet/air force pilot

John Wayne:  1907-1979 U.S. film actor who played tough heroes in Westerns such as Red River. (1948)
