Camera and Lighting

	Shot -
	a continuous photographic recording in one uninterrupted “take” from “camera on” to “camera off.”  The film exposed from “Action” to “Cut.”  Editors assemble parts of or complete shots with other shots.  Shots are linked by splices, dissolves, fades, or wipes.

	Long Shot -
	establishes the subject within the environment.  The physical distance between camera (audience) and subject also implies an emotional distance.

	Medium Shot -
	approximates normal human perception, as we tend to see others in a waist-to-head perspective.

	Close Shot -
	suggests more intimacy with a subject by isolating an element within the image.  Because the close shot restricts audience vision, it can provide tension depending on the context of the shot.

	Extreme Close-up -
	offers close scrutiny and detail of a subject.

	Full Shot -
	the subject fills the vertical space in the frame.

	High-Angle -
	the camera looks down on a subject.  The conventional impression produced is a diminished and vulnerable image.

	Low-Angle -
	the camera looks up at a subject.  The conventional impression produced is an imposing, dominating – at times, threatening – image.

	Wide-Angle -
	offers a greater panorama or vista without the camera having to pan or move.  The closer a wide-angle lens is to a subject, the more the subject’s image will distort.

	Crane Shot -
	- offers a “god’s eye view” of a subject.  The camera is mounted on a movable crane.  A variation to the Crane Shot is an Aerial Shot taken from an airplane or helicopter.

	High Key Light -
	the scene is lit brightly, as if in mid-day sunlight.

	Low Key Light -
	produces shadows and darkness around the subject.  Sometimes, only a portion of the subject is lit.

	Compositing -
	shots from different sources are combined by computers or during the film processing stage to produce one image or effect.

	Pan -
	the camera rotates horizontally on a fixed base from left to right or right to left.

	Tilt -
	the camera moves vertically on a fixed base to look up or down.

	Deep Focus -
	foreground and background images are in focus simultaneously.

	Tracking Shot -
	the camera moves together with a subject, either on a track or movable platform called a dolly.
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
